I envision that any “new SVX” will be quite similar to the original concept.  It will still be a sporty/luxury, AWD, 2+2 coupes.  However, present day technical advances and real world marketing constraints will dictate that the “new SVX” have broader appeal.

My interpretation of these requirements is presented below.

SVX 200+

The SVX will come in three model/versions

1.) GT or Grand Touring - closest to the LSi models of the original SVX.

2.) R/T or Road & Track – this will be a lightened, higher powered model for weekend racers.

3.) O/R or Off Road – closest to today’s Outback sedan.

All models of the SVX will be powered by a turbo-charged, aluminum, 4.0L, H-8, (add 2 more cylinders to Subaru’s new 3.0L H-6).  All models will have Subaru’s latest AWD technology (based on today’s Outback VDC and VTD).  Transmissions will be a 5-speed EAT, and a 6-speed manual. Rear wheel steering is incorporated The radiator is aluminum and the gas tank is still plastic. 

The styling of the different models will be the same and be similar to today’s SVX. There will still be a window-in-window design and a glass/light bar grill.  The new SVX will still have a long hood & short rear deck but it will be a more “cab-forward” design.  However, the front doors will be gull-wing.  The side silhouette will be more wedge shaped, similar to the current Dodge Intrepid. The new SVX will be available in the following colors; pearl/black, silver/black, blue/black, green/black, red/black, burgundy /black. all black, and all yellow.  The pricing will range from $40,000 to $50,000.

The features of the individual models are listed below.

1.) SVX GT:  This is the standard model. It is powered by a low-pressure turbocharged H-8 with after cooler that puts out 380 hp @ 6400 rpm and 366 ft-lbs of torque @ 4400 rpm. The car is available with either a 5-speed EAT, and a 6-speed manual transmission. The car does 0-60-mph in the mid 5 second range and has an electronically limited 160 mph top speed. The 5EAT transmission has a Manual button so it can be shifted up and down through the gears, similar to the Chrysler “Autostick”. It is also gated. The manual transmission is close ratio 6-speed unit There is a hydraulic clutch with a short travel pedal.  The car has 17” wheels and 12.5” dia. cross drilled disc brakes all around. The standard non-slip, “dry pavement”, torque split is 60%/40%, F/R.   Steering is variable power assist, rack and pinion and there is 4 wheel steering. The standard interior is faux suede, real wood trim, and all leather seats. Both front bucket seats have 12-way power adjustment. Both front seats have memory buttons to remember up to 4 seat settings. The front bucket seats rotate to the doors for ease of entry/egress. There are two front opening rear suicide doors, ala Saturn coupe, to ease entry to the rear seat.  The front seats have seat heaters in the backs and bottoms. The rear seat backs are manually adjustable and fold down in a 60/40 split. The instrument panel has a full set of analog gages including oil pressure, volt meter, and ATF temperature. There is a digital “heads up” display projected on the windshield. There is climate control with bi-level settings.  Front wipers turn on automatically with the “rain sensing” feature.  The wipers have variable intermittent feature with computerized speed control and there is a winter/summer wiper park position. The rear wiper has an intermittent feature. All of the side glass and back windows are electro-optical. The glass darkens when a current is passed through it. This feature is controlled by the driver.  The control has 2 settings. The first is Auto and is controlled by the interior temperature sensor and an interior light sensor.  The second setting in Manual. The driver can dial in the amount of tint he wants from 0% to 30%. This feature is operable only with the engine running. The windshield and back window have the LOF glass with the copper film inside the glass for defrosting. The upper “fixed” glass is actually hinged so that can pop out slightly to vent the car. The hard polymer seals between the fixed glass and moveable windows are clear, not black.  There is a powered, glass-top, moon roof with inside manual slide cover. The exterior of the glass moon roof has a special tint to match the black paint on the roof. This greatly cuts down on sun glare and interior heating. The sound system is an Infinity system designed for the car. There is an AM/FM radio, an in-dash, 6 CD player/changer, and a cassette player.  The system has 10 speakers. Like the original SVX, there is a cover for the sound system. However, the front of the cover is not wood grained plastic. It is the On-Star GPS/computer/phone screen and controls.  The controls are in the bezel around the screen. The phone is voice activated and the system can store 1000 names/numbers.   The GPS/computer/phone screen flashes the trouble code numbers and actually tells you what the trouble is in English. You can also plug a laptop into the system and send e-mail, surf the web, etc.   There are also 2 computer input terminals (jacks) in the rear seating area and one in the trunk. So the system can be accessed from the front and rear of the passenger compartment and outside the car.  There are power takeoffs in the front, rear and trunk areas. There are cigar lighters in the front and back. There is a special power jack in the roof above the rear view mirror. 

Besides shoulder and lap belts for all passengers, there are front, side, head, and knee/leg airbags for both the driver and front passenger.  For the rear passengers there are airbags in the front seat backs, in the head liner trim, and in the side bolsters.  Sensors in the seat bottoms control the speed of airbag deployment and will not fire an airbag if no one is in the seat or a child seat is installed...
The security system key fobs have buttons for lock/unlock, drivers door auto open, remote engine start, trunk open, garage door open/close, and panic. Each key fob can be programmed to operate 3 SVX’s and every SVX can be programmed to have 4 key fobs operate it.

 I leave the best for last. The car has a cup holder in the front which folds out of the front dash and holds 2 cups.  A similar holder folds out of the rear of the center console for each rear passenger. 

Options:

a.) Wind deflector for moon roof.

b.) Removable roof rack with adapters for carrying skis, snow boards, a kayak or 2 bicycles.

c.) 2000 lb. towing package with removable trailer hitch and removable covers for electrical connections.

2.) SVX R/T:  This is the model for weekend racing. It is powered by a medium-pressure inter/aftercooled two stage turbocharged H-8 that puts out 425 hp @ 6500 rpm and 396 ft-lbs of torque @ 4800 rpm. The car is available only with a 6-speed close ratio manual transmission. The car does 0-60-mph in the mid 4 second range and has a projected top speed of 148 mph.  The front hood and trunk lid are aluminum; a lot of sound insulation has been removed and changed so that the car is approx... 300 pounds lighter than the GT model.  The hood has a scoop for forced air induction. The gearing and final drive ratio is designed for low end acceleration and the top speed is not limited.  The car has 18” wheels and 13.5” dia. cross drilled disc brakes in front and 13” dia. in the rear. Semi-metallic pads are standard. The battery is in the trunk and sits in a plastic box.  There is a special high flow exhaust system on this model. The standard non-slip, “dry pavement”, torque split is 35%/65%, F/R.  The driver can vary the non-slip torque split via a dial on the dash, similar to the Impreza World Rally cars. The ratio can be changed from 35/65 F/R to 75/25 F/R.  Steering is variable power assist, rack and pinion and there is rear wheel steering.  The struts/shocks are adjustable.  The   interior is Naugahyde and faux carbon fiber, brushed aluminum trim, with special front bucket seats. The front seats are special copies of Recarro bucket seats. All seats are cloth covered.  All seats are two toned. The cloth is color keyed to the exterior paint color with a special lighter colored panel in the center of the back rest. This panel is imprinted with an SVX logo on all 4 seats.  Both front buckets seats have 6-way power adjustment. There are manual controls for lumbar support and manual side bolster controls for the seat bottom and backrest.  There are no memory buttons to remember the seat settings. The front bucket seats do not rotate.  There are only two doors, on this model.  The front seats have seat heaters in the backs and bottoms. The rear seat backs are manually adjustable and fold down in a 50/50 split. The instrument panel has a full set of analog gages including oil pressure, volt meter, and ATF temperature. There is a digital “heads up” display projected on the windshield. There is climate control with bi-level settings.  Front wipers turn on automatically with the “rain sensing” feature.  The wipers have variable intermittent feature with computerized speed control and there is a winter/summer wiper park position. The rear wiper has an intermittent feature. All of the side glass and back window are is just standard glass.  The fixed glass panels are thinner than the movable glass for lightness.  The electro-optical feature is not available on the R/T.   The sound system is standard Subaru/Panasonic design... There is an AM/FM radio, an in-dash, single CD player/changer, and a cassette player.  The system has 6 speakers. The On-Star GPS system found in the GT is optional.   The standard R/T system for retrieving computer trouble codes is to push a button on the dash and an alpha numeric code flashes in a small screen on the dash.  The owner’s manual has a list of the codes and their meanings.    Besides shoulder and lap belts for all passengers, there are front, side, head, and knee/leg airbags for both the driver and front passenger. There is also a removable 5-point harness for the driver. For the rear passengers there are airbags in the front seat backs, in the head liner trim.   Sensors in the seat bottoms control the speed of airbag deployment and will not fire an airbag if no one is in the seat or a child seat is installed...
The security system key fobs have buttons for lock/unlock, drivers door auto open, remote engine start, trunk open, garage door open/close, and panic. Each key fob can be programmed to operate 3 SVX’s and every SVX can be programmed to have 4 key fobs operate it.

I leave the best for last. The car has a cup holder in the front which folds out of the front dash and holds 2 cups.  A similar holder folds out of the rear of the center console for each rear passenger. 

Options:

a.) On-Star/GPS system as on the GT

b.) Infinity sound system as on the GT

c.) Removable roof rack with adapters for carrying skis, snow boards, a kayak or 2 bicycles.

d.) Performance options at the Suby Performance Store (selected Subaru dealers).

3.) SVX O/R:   This is the most radical SVX concept.  It is very similar to the GT with the following exceptions.  The engine is the same as used in the GT.   The only transmission available is a modified version of the 5EAT automatic transmission. The transmission console has a pushbutton for a special low-low range for off-roading.  There is also a three position rocker switch on the console labeled “NORM- RAISED-HIGH”. This switch actuates the ride height adjustable shocks.   The on board air compressor pumps up the air shocks to extend their height.  The “RAISED” height increase 2.5 inches from the normal 5” ground clearance to 7.5” ground clearance.  The “HIGH” height position increases another inch to 8.5” ground clearance. When the high position is selected the computer automatically drops the transmission into the low-low range and a special electronic governor limits speed to only 50 mph.    The wheels are the same size as the GT but the tires are 65 series and M+S rated.   The seats are the same as the GT except that they are covered in a special easy to clean naugahide and there is no faux suede in the car. There is a cleanable vinyl in its place. 

The mats are rubberized for off road use. They come in only 2 colors, black and taupe.  The trunk has a rubber liner with a lip similar to the current Outback...  The hood has a special air intake removable grill over the air intake box. This is to use the optional air intake snorkel kit. Likewise, the exhaust pipe is fitted with a special exit nozzle to attach the adapter for the optional extended exhaust kit. All other items are the same as the GT.

Options:

a.) Wind deflector for moon roof.

b.) Removable roof rack with adapters for carrying skis, snow boards, a kayak or 2 bicycles.

c.) 2000 lb. towing package, with removable trailer hitch and removable covers for electrical connections.

d.) Intake snorkel kit for fording small streams. (only available with extended exhaust kit)

e.) Extended exhaust kit. (only available with Intake snorkel kit).

f.) Special rubberized cladding for lower half of body exterior and front and rear bumpers. It comes in either   gray or dark taupe color depending on the exterior paint color.
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
