CLEANING THE ESCAINE

Just for the record, the "suede" materid is called "Escaine”" and is something
of an "ultra-suede." It's synthetic. The owner's manua suggestsusing a
mixture of warm water and Woolite (actualy, they use a generic term that
means "Woolite"). You'll want to use a soft cloth and "blot" (don't scrub)
the dirt away. Some, however, have had good luck using commercia suede
cleaners that are used on shoes (the spray type, available at shoe departments
a Wa-Mart, or at shoe stores). Just follow the directions on the can.

IMPORTANT: Don't scrub. Y ou will quickly do irreparable damage.

Just in case you're dating the coal miner's daughter, try Resolve carpet spray.
Let it soak a minute, then blot, not rub with a damp cloth.
